But
western civilization ignored this aspect
altogether. They found comforts and luxuries.
Naturally, our civilization is superior because
there is no limit to physical comforts. Rather,
after a certain stage, they are more
burdensome than enjoyable. The more
comforts and luxuries we have, the more we
crave for. We found no happiness. Ut by a
voluntary restraint on indulgence in

passions, we can find true happiness.
